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Hao Jiang Tian, internationally renowned bass and the only Chinese who
has appeared at the Metropolitan Opera for 20 years, has sung over 1400
performances of 50 operatic roles in all major opera houses worldwide. His
2016-2017 season includes singing Macbeth with Domingo, title role in the
world premiere of Monk Jianzhen in Japan, recital in Carnegie Hall,
Turandot and Lucia di Lammermoor. His autobiography, “Along the
Roaring River: My Wild Ride from Mao to the Met”, was published by Wiley
and Sons as a Lincoln Center Book. A PBS special, based on this book,
was aired nationwide in the United States. He is the founder and artistic
director of the well-known iSING! Suzhou International Young Artists
Festival.
